John Williem Russell, 8 1/C, smiled shyly os Captain Cornell said sincerely,
"Congratulation," one day in .July this year. he skipper hed Just pinned the
Purple Heart on the 8ailor's bhresst in the premence of the crew mustered there
at quarters; the 0.0.D. hed read the citation over the loud-speoking system.

The Medal, a scer and fantastic memories were the reminders of his part in the
initial sctions on Guedalcansl, Tulagi, Rendova, end Bougeinville.

Russell volunteered for duty in the Havy in 1940, when 17, with the same
spirit that his grandfather - the first John William Russell - hed volunteered
to fight for the confederacy some 80 years befors., Following his boot treining,
he was transferred immediastely to the Amphibious Force &s a boat coxswain and
assigned to the USS McCawley, Aundex-Grace-Liner. lle got to know his Higgins
Boet well as they practiced landings off Virginia Beach with the First Raider
Merines. The exercises were interrupted by our entry into the Wer. The McCawley
was called upon to brave the U-bost-infested North Atlantic to take the first
load of yanks to Iceland.

In Summer 1942, sfter the Japs hed edvonced to the fringes of Australia,
the First Raider Marines and the McCawley rendezvoused in New Zeeland and
headed... no one know... but they guessed Guadelcanal!

"I was in the second wave of Higgins Bosts, " Russell said, "We pulled in
early one morning. About five or six fishing beoats were setting along the beach.
A tin csn knocked them right off the bat. At dey break we lowered the boats --
they would circle and rendezvous and form a V-formation... a flying wedge ... end
go in for the lendin'.

"Had eight waves .., no opposition at all ... that is, until ebout 10 o'clock
... some of the Rangers vere playing poker there on the beach ... until about
10 o'clock... then the whole besch seemed to blow up as Jep planes, mines and
srtillery went to work.

"But we had the bemchhesd OK. Oh, I forgot, Admiral Halsey was aboard all
of this time. And somebody blinked over the Tulegi that they needed help. They
really did too. They were killin' them off over there as fast as they wvent ashore.

“"We loeded back asboard the McCawley and headed across the slot ... got there
in time for me to carry in three lomds of reinforcements., It took all day to
gecure this beaschheed., We pulled out into the Slot just in time to be attacked
by 19 torpedo planes. Very few got eway. We had about 90 fighters from our
carriers helping out. After derk the Japs kept dropping flares on us for about
100 miles... couldn't get eny sleep."
