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Strickland Funeral Home provides

non-emergency ambulance service

- Having secured the necessary
county franchising and passed a
state inspection, Strickland Funeral

Home of Wendell has begun op-
erating a non-emergency, conva-
lescent care ambulance service.

Rudy Pearce, vice president of
Strickland Funeral Home, said the

service officially began operating
Tuesday when company officials
received a permit and sticker from
the N.C. Department of Human
Resources and Development’s of-
fice of emergency medical services,

The Wake County Board of Com-
missioners granted Strickland Fu-
neral Home a franchise to operate
the service Monday, Dec. 5. In order
to be franchised as an ambulance
service, Strickland Funeral Home
had to meet the requirements of a
county ordinance and pass the state
inspection.

Pearce said the service will
operate in eastern Wake County,
adjacent parts of Johnston County
and the Pilot area in Franklin
County. He added that the service
is the first to be franchised in
eastern Wake County.

“We're providing a service that
isneeded inthis area,” Pearce said.
“We have had a lot of people tell
us this was a needed service in this
partof the county, and a lot of peo-
ple have called us requesting this
type of service.

“Withsimilar services that come
out of Raleigh, there have been
some delays (inresponse) of up to
four and five hours to this part of
the county.”

Pearce said the service will of-
fer rates comparable tosimilar am-
bulance franchises in Raleigh and
operate out of Strickland Funeral
Home’s Wendell facility, located at
211 W. Third St.

ridden patients that can’t travelin
a car toa hospital or their doctor’s
office, and anybody that needs to
be on a stretcher and has to be
transported for whatever reasons.

“We’ll also be in touch with the
nursing homes in the Wendell and
Zebulon area to transport their
patients.”

Gerald Brown, director of Wake
County Emergency Medical Ser-
vices, said the service should bene-
fit area rescue squads.

“The service should take a load
off rescue squads in those convales-
cent transports that are non-emer-
gency and rather routine situa-
tions,” Brown said.

“It will help rescue squads in my
opinion because the service will free
uprescue ambulances to be avail-
able for emergency calls.”

Steve Vinson, chief of the Zebulon
Area Rescue Squad, said the ser-
vice will fill a need in this area.

“Thereis a very definite need for
convalescent, non-emergency
transport in this part of the county,”
Vinson said. “There have been
times when the lack of this kind of
transport has put a burden on in-
dividuals who needed the service.

““There are some convalescent
services scattered about, but there
aren’t too many in the county that
are franchised.”

Vinson noted that the majority

of the convalescent nature calls oc-
cur in the daytime when rescue
squads have fewer available per-
sonnel.

“All the rescue squads in the
county, not just ours, are pretty well
tied with the personnel we have
available in the daytime,” Vinson
said. “Those kinds of calls take one
of your units out of the area, and
you don’t have a crew for emer-
gency transports.

“Wetry tosteer away from those
kinds of calls, but we will assist in-

dividuals that call us in securing
a convalescent service.”

Wendell Volunteer Rescue Squad
Chief Pete Buffaloe was unavail-
able for comment.

Pearce said Strickland Funeral
Home officials converted one of the
company vans into an ambulance
and supplied the vehicle with about
$4,000 worth of required equipment.

“They met all of the requirements
and passed our inspection,”” Brown
said.
