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I'm a descendant of the Pearce family from Wake and Franklin Counties, through Elizabeth Pearce, daughter of Nathan Pearce
and Ann Westray. Nathan Pearce (about 1725-1794) and his wife Ann Westray (about 1734-after 1815) were born in Isle of Wight
Co., VA, and both died in Franklin Co., NC. Nathan's parents were Phillip and Sarah Pearce. Phillip was born before 1684 likely in
| Isle of Wight Co., VA, and died in 1728 in Isle of Wight Co., VA, where he left a will that named five minor sons (Nathan, Arthur,

| Richard, Simon, and Thomas), of whom Nathan appears to have been the oldest. Phillip's parents appear to have been Ge;orge |
(before 1648-1705) and Ann (d. 1719) Pearce, because George gave land in Isle of Wight Co., VA, to Phillip in 1684. Both George i
and Ann Pearce died in Isle of Wight Co., VA. X

The parents of George Pearce have not been identified, and it is not clear whether George Pearce was born in England or
Virginia. This is because George lived in the area of Isle of Wight Co., VA, that was near Nansemond County. There were disputes
between the two counties about where the border was located. In addition to this, essentially all courthouse records (deeds, wills,
and court records) before the Civil War were destroyed in a series of fires, beginning in the 17th century. One deed that mentions
George Pearce and his wife Ann was originally recorded in Nansemond County and after a courthouse fire the late 1600s was
recorded in Isle of Wight Co., VA. This fire was cited as the reason for recording the deed in Isle of Wight County.

Emma Laster Perry, nicknamed "Las" inherited the family homestead and remained
there until his death. "Las" was 32 years old and Mattie was 15 1/2 or 16 years old when

they got married. Las and Mattie raised five foster children, and three of their own
children.

1-Lillie Pearce (Mattie's sister),

2-Willie Pearce (Mattie's brother),

3-Lonie Pearce (Mattie's brother) (Lonie was called "Loanie"),

Joe left a very bad home environment and came to NC to live when he was a young
man.

As the years passed Las added much to his estate and at the time of his death was among
the highest tax payers in Dunn's Township, Franklin County, North Carolina. He also had
approximately 300 acres in Wake County.

Las and Mattie are buried in the Perry Family Cemetery, located on the homestead,
Route 2, Zebulon, N.C.

"Las" Perry and "Brake" Perry had a government license to make Brandy before
prohibition. "Las" and "Brake" built and operated the Laster "Las" Perry's Apple Cider
Mill Circa 1900 (one of a kind). 20 bushels of apples were required to fill the circular
trough. A horse or mule would pull the large stone to crush the apples. The crushed
apples were then placed in a press. Good apples would produce a 50 gallon oak barrel full
of sweet cider. 3 weeks later that cider would become hard cider. If you drank a glass full
of the hard cider it would make you have a little better feeling. Some weeks later the hard
cider would turn into vinegar. If the sweet cider was taken down to the branch or creek
and distilled in a copper still it would make 5 to 8 gallons of very good 120 proof Apple
Brandy.

"Las" had 4 large apple orchards. Later Luther "Bud" Perry took over the orchards and
Apple Cider Mill and cared for them.

J.B. "Brake" Perry also had 4 large orchards. Later Clifton "Jack" Perry took over
those orchids and cared for them. Most of these orchards were destroyed in October 1954
by hurricane Hazel. Hurricane Fran came thru our area beginning in the night of
September 5, 1996 and continued throughout the night and early morning of September 6,
1996. Hurricane Fran did a lot of damage over a large area of our State, but the Apple
Cider Mill WAS NOT destroyed by Hurricane Fran.
