CARY - Doris Jean Yates Up-
church needed a place to pre-
serve her family history. So when
a log cabin from a neighboring
farm became available in 1976,

\she and her husband, William
Upchurch, bought the one-room
building for $300.

After moving the structure
with its original wood floors and
roof intact from the Carpenter
area to their family farm, Doris
Upchurch, 75, began to fill the
space with things of old. Cast-
iron pots and stoves, a wooden
desk from the old Green Hope
School that both she and her hus-
band attended, a bench from the
old Good Hope Baptist Church
that was built in the early 1800s.

“I'm not into the fancy an-
tiques,” Doris Upchurch said
Monday as she stood in front of
an old black potbellied stove. “I
like the everyday things. I like
preserving the heritage of the
community and this family.”

William Upchurch, 77, and his
family have owned and farmed

the land west of Cary since his
grandfather, also named William
Upchurch, settled in the area in
1865. William Upchurch was
born in a house that’s still on the
nearly 200 acres the family still
owns.

“People bring us stuff now be-
cause they just think we are go-
ing to preserve it,” William Up-
church said. “They kinda look to
ua as the historians around here,
but of course we are about the
oldest ones still living.”

The log cabin, on Carpenter-
Upchurch Road, was the first fam-
ily home of the Hurst family farm,
Doris Upchurch said.

When family members began to
2y tear down the Hurst family home,
they discovered the original log
cabin that had disappeared as
room after room had been added
on.

“As the family grew, they
would just cut another door and
add another room,” Doris Up-
churchsaid.

While cleaning out an old barn
on the Upchurch property, she
noticed family “treasures.” There
was the family Bible with the
names of Upchurch’s grand-
parents etched on the leather
cover. There were papers from
tobacco sales with Handwritten
dates such as July 14, 1892,

'All these things,’ she says. ‘'They just say so much about our community.’

There were Wake County tax
bills dating to the late 1800s.
“I just couldn’t let it go,” Doris
Upchurch said. “All these things.
They just say so much about our
community.”

Through the years, she has es-
tablished a hands-on history mu-
seum for western Wake. Besides
the cabin, there is a former to-
bacco work building filled with
artifacts from the area, old farm
equipment that was used years
ago to tend the land, and a corn
crib.

“A lot of folks have never seen
a corn crib,” Doris Upchurch said.
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Log cabin houses a t
of county’s heritage

“We would take all the husk from
the corn and put it in that build-
ing so that it can dry. Once it
dries, we would feed it to the
livestock.”

Upchurch isn't stingy with the
history. She opens up the area to
schools and scout troops. She lets
passers-by take pictures of each
other in front of the log cabin.

“This area is just so different
now with all the new people, and
I just don’t think many of them
know how things used to be
here,” she said. “I like to show
them the everyday things that
were used in the past. I even have
a few of my childhood dresses in
there. I guess they are old enough
to be considered history now.”

" Bobby Brock works year-round'

for a month’s worth of sales.
- Brock, who lives off Ten-Ten
Road, moonlights as a Christmas
tree farmer. Brock’s five-acre farm
.sits  amidst the ever-encroachmg
suburbs.

" came out here to get away from
the crowds," Brock said.

The crowds come to him during
the holidays, however.

Despite Saturday’s blustery, wet .

conditions, business remained
ubri-sk.ﬂ .

Brock said folks come from as far
away as Chatham, Hamet and
Orange counties to pick a fresh
Fraser, White Pine, Red Cedar,
Scotch Pine, or Leyland Cypress.

The Frasers are the least fresh of
the trees on the lot, Brock said, be-
cause the trees will not grow in this
area. )

Blame it on the weather, cold as it
sometimes gets.

"They need a long, cold winter,"
said Bob Hurst, a long-time friend
of Brock’s, who helps. out with the
farm. s

While most trees grow on aver-
age a foot per year, the Fraser

grows somewhat less.
One Fraser has lived long enough
to measure, but most die. Those on

the lot are brought in from Western

North Carolina. ;

"They grow' about this much per
year," Brock said, holding his fore-
finger and thumb one inch.apart.

Some customers bring their own
saws, wanting to do all the work,
others let Brock handle it all.

After picking out the perfect tree, 3

most families turn things over to

Brock, who promptly cuts and -

trims. -’

Then Brock and Hurst (or pne of

Brock’s other helpers-it’s mamly a
family affair) load the tree into a
shaker.

The - gasoline-powered shaker
shakes any dead needles off the

tree, which comes in handy when |,

carrying woed in a $40,000 Range-

Rover.

Getting the tree to that stage takes
some doing, however.

The 11 months of the year when
trees are not for sale are occupied
by mowing, trimming, cutung, dig-
ging and checking. ;

In the summer Brock keeps the |
farm mowed and the trees trimmed.
He said he never uses fertilizer,
preferring instead to let the mulch

take care of that naturally.

Trimming takes place in June or

July, during a three-week window
of the year’s new growth maturity,
Brock said.

Trimming the trees gives them
the trade-marked, triangular, sym-
metrical look, Brock added.

Another chemical Brock uses
very little of is insecticides. Brock
said he will spot spray whenever a
problem arises, but never blankets
his entire farm with bug killer.

"Several years ago I had a serious-
infestation of white pine aphids,”
Brock said.

Spray took care of problem he
added.

White pine aphids bore into the
pine trees and suck the tree sap,
which produces more sap.

The sap then drops onto Christ-
mas presents or onto the floor,

“creating a sticky mess, Brock said.  }
-Other times of the year Brock

takes soil samples’ to check on sonl
femllty

Brock’s expertise is on soil, but
not soil fertility. He works for the _

U8, Department of Agriculture n
soil erosion. He has been on his
current tree farm for the past 11
years.
