genealogical information. They contain documents created
of a deceased individual’s affairs: perhaps an inventory and/or appraisal of the
estate, bills of sale showing who purchnscd what items, provisions allotted to the
widow and minor children, court-ordered accounts filed by the cxecutor or
administrator, guardianship records, ctc. As the author notes, most carly North
Carolina estate files were transferred to the State Archives in the carly 1900s. In
the 1940s, files at the Archives werc microfilmed in parrncrship with the
Genealogical Society of Utah. Over the past several years, digital images of most
of the microfilmed files have been made available on FamilySearch.ory, along with
the ability to scarch by name of decedent. These books address some of the
limitations of the online search engine. By examining the contents of each file,
the author has expanded initials found on the labels (c.g., “B. J.7 expanded to
“Benjamin J.7) and corrected errors in names and dates. More significantly, many
file labels contain additional information not indexed on FamilyScarch, such as
“includes estate of Philip Standley.” Even if Philip Standley has his own file, its
label may not indicate that additional records can be found clsewhere. Most
countics also have one or more files labeled “Unnamed,” in which county clerks
filed damaged, fragmented and unidentified documents. The author has itemized
the documents found in cach of these files, along with the names found within
cach document. Each book includes an index to the estate files, as well as a cross
index to the additional names found on file labels and within “Unnamed” files.
While the presence of the digitized and indexed estate files on FamilySearch has
been an important advancement, the index is not perfect. These books can be a
useful supplement to the online index, as well as an important resource for those
with limited Internet access. '
