_ & The town of Apex had its beginning with the close of the Civil War. Among its first settlers were J. McC.
4 a o Ellington, H. C. Olive, Q. I. Hudson, W. F. Utley, W. H. Harward, Brinkley Olive, A. N. Betts and others, & 24

who contributed to its life in the beginning and afterwards. It was incorporated by the Legislature of
1871-'72, with the late Hon. H. C. Olive as its first mayor. It derived its name from being the highest point
on the survey of the Raleigh & Augusta Air Line Railroad. .

Until 1905 it was but a small town, where the standard of virtue, intelligence and patriotism was high, but
where little progress in material things had been made. In that year, beginning with the organization of a
bank and the establishment of a tobacco market, began a new life for the town and surrounding
community. Fire later destroying a number of unsightly frame buildings, the first brick structure was soon
erected. Again, in June, 1911, nearly all the remaining old frame buildings in the business section were
also consumed by fire. Now the principal street of the town (Salem) is lined with handsome pressed-brick-
front stores. Business houses have continued to increase in number, until now nearly everything to
complete a small city is here represented. This metropolis of western Wake is one of the busiest, most.
attractive and substantially built towns of its size in North Carolina. Its streets are well laid out and’
splendidly shaded in the residential sections, while the business part of the town is marked with buildings
of beautiful architectural designs and substantial construction.

Apex has a population of about one.thousand, and, being located in the centre of one of the best
agricultural sections of the State, has a large rural territory from which to draw life and sustenance. lt is in
the limited “Old Belt” tobacco' lands of North Carolina and Virginia, which produce dhe finest yellow-
wrapper tobacco. The tobacco market at Apex is one of its chief industries. It is equipped with two
splendid warehouses, three large pn‘zehouses?', markets about two million pounds of tobacco annually,

~~and enjoys the distinction of making the highest average-price per pound of any market in the State. It is

the centre of a fine cotton-production section, the receipts of this staple being from three to five thousand
" bales of cotton per year. ' - _

Public education in Wake County has always found some of its most potent advocates and influences at
Apex. Notable among those who have wielded an influence throughout the county in this respect are the
late Hon H. C. Olive, State Senator and for many years chairman of the Wake County Board of
Education; Hor®L. J. Sears, at present, and for many years past, chairman of the same board, and
Hon. Percy®. Olive, an ex-representative and a public man who has taken an especial interest in the
schools. That these gentlemen are and were but the exponents of the sentiment around them is
witnessed by the fact that Apex has one of the finest and best-equipped schools in the county, and that
-every schoolin White Oak Township levies a local tax to supplement the general education fund.

- Few communities in the State have had more additions to their population within the past five years than
has that of which Apex is the centre. Those seeking desirable homes have found here a happy
combination of advantages—fine lands, intelligent, virtuous and hospitable neighbors, good markets,
good roads, good schools and good churches. No fictitious values have been placed upon the lands; for,
with the true idea of progress, the efforts of those who have done most for the community’s upbuilding
have been directed to keeping the real estate at its true value. Contributing mostly to this and at present
forming the most valuable of its citizenship, without disparagement to others, may be mentipned Messrs.

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Longtime Apex family opens downtown soda shop

The 1830-era eatery is in the
former Apex Gleaners building

During high school, Wade Baker worked
part-time as a soda jerk at Apex Pharmacy and
loved it.

When he came home from four years of col-
lege at Appalachian State University, he did
what he said he would never do—he started
working in his parents’ drycleaning business.

This year, after 20 years of running Apex
Cleaning Co., he and his wife decided if they
were going to make a change, now was the
time.

And Wade Baker is a soda jerk again.

The building, which his family has owned
since 1950, was renovated to resemble a 1930-
era soda shop. Because the building is listed
on the National Register of Historic Places, he
had some guidelines to follow, such as saving
the original board ceiling, the facade, and an
old brick archway inside the store, which
leads into a newer section of the building. He
added a granite counter top and some display

cases that came from his wife’s grandmother’s
country store in Chatham County. They are
full of candy, gum and memorabilia, including
some old pill bottles from original drugstores
in Apex. The one from A.V. Baucom's phar-
macy is dated 12-21-44. The other, from
Pegrams, is dated Oct. 13, ‘96—and that does-

n’t mean 1996.

Baker is striving to recapture the feel of an
old-time drug store (without the pharmacy) in
the days when he knew everyone in town. He
or one of his employees will mix you a black-
berry or cherry smash (fruit syrup with soda)
or make you a real malted milk shake. You can
get a banana split, a sundae or a hot dog, a
burger or a grilled cheese sandwich. His moth-
er’s chicken salad is the most popular (and
expensive at $5.25) item on the menu.

Baker said the building has been in Apex at
least since 1912, the last year that Sanborn
Insurance Maps are available. They show it
was a drycleaner at that time.

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Baker’s father bought the
drycleaning business in 1950, after
an earlier career running the Apex
Theatre and then working for a
company that managed theatres.

Baker’s children are the sixth gen-
eration of Bakers to be born and
raised in Apex.

Now Andrew, 11, and Rachel g,
enjoy helping out in the soda shop.
“Rachel will put on an apron and
get right in and help out. Andrew is
just scared he will have to work,”
Baker joked.

Business has been good since its
opening Oct. 8. On Oct. 9, the
shop’s first Saturday night, they
completely ran out of ice-cream.

“I guess what makes it special is
we used to do business here with
them as a drycleaners,” said Apex
resident Glenda Smith one recent
afternoon.

Still, closing the cleaning business
was not easy. “We had people cry
when we closed up,” he said. “But
we just decided to do something dif-
ferent while we were still young
enough to do something different.”

Part of the reason for getting out of
the cleaning business was the
increasing government red tape,
Baker said, citing hassles dealing
with the EPA and OSHA. “We are
no longer hazardous waste genera-
tors,” he said, looking around the
soda shop with pride.

He has framed the back covers of
some 1930s National Geographic
magazines, which had Coca Cola
advertisements on them.

“] thought that was in line with
what we were trying to do here,” he
said.

On the walls above, he has an old
Apex Cleaners calendar from 1956,
and a 1958 calendar from L.S.
Howard General Merchandise, the
Chatham County merchant that his
wife’s father ran in Merry Oaks. An
Apex Fireman's Day poster from
1956 has faces that some will still
recognize.

Newspaper special
edition published 84
years ago covers another
period of burgeoning
development

On Sept. 15, 1911, the 6-year-old
Apex Journal published its first In-
dustrial Edition, highlighting the .

history of the town as well as the
people and businesses that-had con=
tributed to its more recent progress. .

According to the editor, Walter N.
Keener, the special edition was the -

realization of a months-long dream”

and the product of much hard work..

“Should this general survey of
our beautiful town be the means of
encouraging our citizens to greater
efforts and induce people and capi-
tal to come among us, we shall feel
that we have been repaid," Keener
writes on the editorial page.

Keener notes that local merchants
and businessmen helped provide
the advertising to make the special
edition possible. He also talks

about the problems "too numerous. - .

to mention” his staff faced in put- -
ting the edition together."

"But here it is," he writes. "If you
like it, say so. If you don’t, keep
your lid closed." '

- The Industrial Edition came out
as the town’s tobacco and cotton
markets were preparing to open. -
One hundred seven pupils had just
begun the fall session at the Apex
Graded School. And the town com-
missioners had just called for an
election on the question of issuing
bonds ($10,000 in. 20 years at 5
percent) to build a town hall and
