No wills or deeds found for Nathaniel Mitchell and/or his wife, Aquilla U. Only census 
found confirms (7) except the young female is 15 – 20 years of age.  Four were in 
Agriculture and could not read or write. There were three slaves – one male < 10; one 
male 10 – 24; and one female 10 – 24. There is a Nathaniel Mitchell listed in Georgia 
(1850 Census?), but details were not available in Raleigh, NC – only the index.

4. Female 70 – 80          mothers of Nathaniel or Aquilla or aunts of same 
5. Female 70 – 80         
6. Female 30 – 40 = Aquilla Upchurch Mitchell (age 30 in 1840) 
7. Female 15 – 20 = b. 1823 +/-3 – niece of Nathaniel or Aquilla  

Items 2 – 5 and 7 are guesses by RPU. 

*Since Nathaniel and Aquilla were married, 2 Dec 1833, this child would have been born 
most likely in 1834.
