This early home, built about 1750, stands 4 miles south of Louisburg and became the center of an
early plantation dating before Bute County was separated from Granville. This homestead has
been in continuous possession of the Perry family and is a well preserved historic landmark of
Franklin County. Perry’s Mill was located nearby on Cedar Creek. {Watkins, LFD, Buck}
