JOHNSON), and more, a total of at least 40. A few of the titles are difficult to make out in
full, but the instructions usually clarify. Some are dated starting at 1901 with the latest date

Why are we doing this? Originally, the grave site was located on family property but
over time the property was sold off and in the mid-1990’s the property was developed
for a small shopping center and US 401 was widened substantially resulting in the grave
site being located in the highway right-of-way. While the property owners have
preserved the site it remains dangerously close to the highway and Samuel D.
McPherson, Jr. and Elizabeth Anderson Persons, both grandchildren, contacted
representatives of the present owners of the site, the State Department of
Transportation, and others with a goal of relocating the graves. Within the last year, the
custodians of the cemetery at Cross Roads Presbyterian Church have agreed to allow
the graves to be relocated to an area in the cemetery that has been designated for the
Anderson family. It is anticipated that the large headstone and the three individual
markers can be placed in a single grave site.
