Notes for Joseph Kelly Owen:

As a young adult, Joe helped his father on the family farm. He later bought a sawmill. When his
wife Mattie died, leaving him with two small children and a large debt of medical bills, he went to
Indiana to eam enough money to support his children and to pay his debts. He left three-year-old
Violet and 18-month-old Leonard with Mattie's mother and sister Barbara. For two years in Indiana
he worked on a farm. Then he went to Detroit and worked for General Motors. There he met
Dorothy McQuesn whose sister Beulah was living in Detroit and married to Mattie's brother George

Hoskins. Joe and Dorothy returned to Tennessee and wene married there.They bought a grocery
store and worked there together. He ran for Sheriff of Anderson County and served a four-year
term from 1954-1958. He was defeated in his bid for re-election. He then started a bus line to
transport workers to and from the newly founded atomic energy plant in Oak Ridge. With the bus
line taking up most of his time, Joe and Dorothy sold the grocery store. After several years, Joe
went into semi-retirement, buying a farm mostly for pleasure. He was a life-long member of Bethel
Baptist Church and is buried in its graveyard between his two wives.

The Owen name is of Welch origin. The word means "well bomn" or "well descended”. it was a
personal name in Wales and was not used as a family name or sumame until the sixteenth
century. The name was originally Owain, Owin, Owens, and lastly, Owen. It has always been
popular as a forename, being the name of princes and leaders, noteably Owaln Gwynedd
(c.1100-1170) and Owain Glyndwr (c.1354-1416). The first of the family to adopt Owen as a
sumame was Roland Owen, sheriff of Montgomeryshire, Wales in the year 1610. The Owen
Glendowers, or Glendower Owens, were persecuted by their enemies, and driven from their
estates to the mountain wilds, where they became shepherds; their ancestral home was in )
Marionethshire, Wales, one of the exireme western counties, the coast of which is washed by
Cardigan Bay. It lies not far from the port of Liverpool, and its principle town is Barmouth.

Survivors include daughters, Mrs. Edsel (Dorothy Jo) Leinart and Mrs. Leo (Maureen) Warwick,
both of Clinton; Mrs. Gerald (Violet) Heisinger of Dixon, Iil.; eight grandchildren; 12
great-grandchildren; sisters, Lola Beech of Briceville; Bessie Hatmaker of Lake City; Ocie
Hatmaker of Clinton; and Leona Webb of Gary, IN.; and several nieces and nephews.
