It went into the camp
of instruction near Company Shops (Burlington),
Alamance County, 1 June 1861, and was assigned to

After joming the regiment, the company functioned as
2 part of the regiment, and its history for the war
period is recorded as a part of the regimental history.

The information contained in the following roster of
the compary was compiled principally from company
muster rolls for 20 June 1861, through February 1864,
and 15 September through December 1864. No

company muster rolls were found for the period prior

to 20 June 1861; for March through 14 September

1864; or for the period after December 1864. In

addition to the company muster rolls, Roll of Honor
recards, receipt rolls, hosp:tal records, prisoner of war
records, and other primary records, supplemented by
state pension applications, United Daughters of the
Confederacy records, and postwar rosters and
histories, all provided useful information.

Many
of the obituaries are accompanied by historical background
concerning the deceased; some of the sketches also include drawings
or photographs. Surnames represented in the transcriptions include,
but are not limited to, Allred, Andrews, Bennett, Clark, Dixon,
Faucett, Graham, Holt, Isley, London, Mills, Rich, Smith, Waddell,
Webb, White, and Wood. It is important to note that the index does
not include the names of all people mentioned in the obituaries—just
the deceased veterans.

He was preceded in death by his
first wife of 61 years, Ruby M.
Murley. He was a member of the
Blacksburg Baptist Church and ac-
tive in the Fidelis Class for many
years. After completing an Associ-
ate Degree from Cameron Junior
College, Lawton, Oklahoma, he
served as a naval hospital corpman,
assigned to the U.S. Marine Corp,
during World War 11, rising to the
rank of Chief Petty Officer. He
earned his B.S., M.S,, and Ph.D.

from Iowa State College (now-Uni-
versity), in Dairy Husbandry/Nutri-
tion. Upon graduation he accepted a
position in teaching and research at
North Carolina State University,
where from 1951 to 1965 he was an
advisor to 75 undergraduate stu-
dents and directed five M.S. candi-
dates. He coached 14 dairy-cattle
judging teams, that often obtained
top honors at regional and national
contests. In 1965 he accepted a
position at Virginia Tech as Profes-
sor and Project Leader of the Dairy
Science Extension program. He re-
vitalized this programi by initiating a
team approach that involved numer-
ous extension professionals, faculty
from applicable university depart-
ments, dairy organizations, and
state and local dairy professionals.
One of Dr. Murley’s most significant
contributions to dairy scierice was
his pioneer work in dairy nutrition.
He was a prime mover in Virginia’s
early adoption of more nutritionally
appropriate and profitable dairy
feeding programs.

In a time when the personal com-
puter and even the handheld calcula-
tor were in their infancy, Dr. Murley
spearheaded the development of
computer programs that provided
printouts to dairymen regarding the
quantity of individual feedstuffs nec-
essary for their herds to maximize
milk production. This concept led to
significant increases in milk produc-
tion throughout the U.S. and is still
in use today. During his tenure at
Virginia Tech, Dr. Murley was a

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welcomed visitor on the dairy farms
in Virginia as a part of his Extension
Service work. He worked with dairy-
men to improve their operations,
breeding and milk production and
gained great respect throughout the
state as a result of his professional
knowledge and technical help. But
he was also welcomed because of his
ready smile, charm and personal
warmth, He distributed his knowl-
edge in over 100 articles and ab-
stracts in scientific journals and
trade publications, as well as exten-
sion bulletins, circulars and leaflets.
Dr. Murley served as consultant and
symposium leader for missions to
other countries, including Mexico,
Canada, Venezuela, the Virgin Is-
lands and South Korea. Upon retire-
ment from Virginia Tech in 1980, he
started his own consulting service
and continued serving the dairy
industry in Virginia, NC, Maryland,
TN and West Virginia until 1994,
Dr. Murley was the recipieént of
many awards and recognitions for
his work with the dairy industry,
including the DeLaval Dairy Exten-
sion Award from-the American
Dairy Science Association and the
Award of Honor from the Southern
Branch'of A.D.S.A, The Virginia
State Dairymen’s Association estab-
lished in his name the “Distin-
guished Dairyman Award in Virgin-
ia” in 1982. Given annually to an
outstanding dairyman in the state,
the award has now had more than 25
recipients. At the same time, an
undergraduate scholarship to Vir-
ginia Tech was established in his
name by his colleagues at Virginia
Tech and state dairymen. Over 40
students have received the W Ray
and Ruby Murley Scholarship to
study dairy science at Virginia Tech:
He received the Outstanding Dairy
Extension Specialist Award. from
Virginia Tech and the Distinguished
Service Award from thé Virginia
Feed Association. He was-.an Honor-
ary Life Member of the Virginia
State Dairymen’s Association and a
charter. and life member of the
National Dairy Shrine Club. He was
recognized for distinguished service
to the North Carolina Chapter of
Farmhouse. He received the exten-
sion Award of Merit from Gamma
Sigma Delta, In 2003 the Virginia
Tech Dairy Club dedicated its annu-
al publication, the Milky Way , to
Dr. and Mrs. (Ruby) Murley. In
2004 he was the honored guest at a
reunion held in Greensboro, NC by
dairy judging team members he had
coached between 1951-65 at North
Carolina State University. A signifi-
cant outcome of this event was the es-
tablishment by these team mem-bers

of the W. Ray Murley DairyJudging
Team Endowment to support pro-
gram expenditures for cur-
rent and future dairy judging team
members, especially in regard to
travel to regional and national

events. In addition to the overall

endowment funded by the team
‘members, two team members, G.K.
Davis and Maynard Self, and their
wives, endowed two separate schol-
arships in their names and Dr.
Murley’s. Dr. Murley belonged to
Gamma Sigma Delta where he
served as President, Vice President,
