Sidney Burgess Mullen (07 Sept 1802 - 18
Feb 1884), of Bunn, NC, was the second of
fourteen children born in his family. In his adult-
hood, he married four times and had twenty-
one children. Descendants have researched
his ancestors and the generations following him
and much information is available. However,
since family members are numerous, many are
unknown and not recorded in the family tree,
even within Franklin County, NC.

According to a deed, Burgess purchased
one hundred five acres of land near Bunn on
March 13, 1854, with one hundred fifty dollars
he inherited from his brother who died in
Tennessee. Burgess rode on horseback to set-
tle the brother's estate and was away from
home for several months. While he was travel-
ing, his second wife delivered a baby who died.

Burgess built a log house on his newly
acquired land near the Tar River, where he lived
for the rest of his life. At his death, he was
buried nearby, along with several other people
— one or two of his wives; the child borm while
he was in Tennessee; and a twelve-year-old
boy, Larry Perry. For many years, only stones
and sunken areas marked these gravesites.
But, in April 2000, several of Burgess' grand-
children (Mavis Mullen Harper McKee, Gladys
Mullen Scott, and Ruby McMullen Plyler) pro-
vided a tombstone for him. Since 1854, there
has continuously been a descendant of
Burgess' living on his land. The farm was fea-

tured in North Carolina Century Farms pub-
lished by the NC Dept. of Agriculture in 1989.

Some genealogists have traced Burgess' lin-
eage back to France to Abraham des Moulins
and Madelaine Chupret. This couple had a son,
Abraham des Moulins, born in 1665 in France
and died 1740/1743 in Albemarie County, VA.
On 27 Dec 1699, he married Rachel Broret who
was born about 1680 in France and died about
1722 in Albemarle County, VA. Abraham and
Rachel were Huguenots who arrived in Virginia
on the ship "Mary Ann."

While Abraham and Rachel were living in
Perquimans County, NC, they had three sons,
one of whom was Jacob Mullins, born
1706/1708 in Virginia and died 05 Nov 1757 in
Perquimans County, NC. Jacob married Sarah
Nicholson and one of their children was John.

John Mullins (03 Jan 1743 in Randolph
County, NC - 09 Apr 1784 In Franklin County,
NC) married Mary Green. These were Burgess'
grandparents and they had eight children:
Malone (1756-1841) married Elizabeth on 02
Jan 1783; John (b. 1762); Chany (b. 1763) mar-
ried John Ferrill in 1811; Julius (b. 1764); Bud
