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Knights of Pythias.a]ustus H. Rathbone of Washington, D.C., founded the Or-
der of the Knights of Pythias in 1864 in hopes of providing cultural healing for
a divided United States. Pythians made their appearance in North Carolina at
Wilmington in late 1870 and spread to the capital city in 1871 when Centre Lodge
#3 was organized. The lodge had a “very checkered career,” according to an early
history of the order. Through some miscommunication, both H. H. Roberts and
John Nichols requested a lodge for Raleigh, one to be called Pettigrew Lodge #3
and the other Centre Lodge #3. Nichols’s application was ultimately chosen, and
he was elected Worthy Chancellor. Ninety members were reported in 1874, but
in 1878 the charter was surrendered. It was revived the following year, only to
surrender its charter a second time in 1880. In 1881 a Brother from Charlotte as-
sisted in reorganizing Centre Lodge yet again, with W. C. Stronach as Chancel-

lor. The lodge at first shared meeting space with the Odd Fellows in the William-
son Building and by the 1880s met in “Castle Hall” on Fayetteville Street.'””
