Mother still makes her own herbal cough medicine - she was taught by her mother and her
mother-in-law. She shared Daddy's religious and political views and frequently writes or phones
county, state, and national officials to voice her opinions on various subjects. Until recently
Mother was a dedicated poll worker at election times, She enjoys neighbors and friends and is a
particularly caring mother, grandmother, and great-grandmother. “Her children shall rise up and
call her blessed.”
