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When Charlie Herndon Edwards was a small
boy, the Civil War was in progress. According
to his daughter, Evelyn Grant, there was a
powder mill located on a branch — about
where Glenwood Village is located today —
and he helped carry water from the branch to
the mill. One day there was an explosion at the
mill, while Charlie had gone to get water, and
several men were killed.

It appears that Elizabeth Reid Murray may
have been referring to the same accident on
page 469 in her book, Wake: Capital County of
North Carolina. In discussing the effort to pro-
vide arms and ammunition in the Civil War,
she referred to the North Carolina General As-
sembly offering assistance to those who would
construct a powder factory. Accepting the
challenge, George B. Waterhouse®and Michael
Bowes built a powder mill ““on House Creek
near its entry into Crabtree Creek’’, Mrs. Mur-
ray wrote. ““The mill was partially destroyed in
June 1862 by an accidental explosion that was
‘easily heard in town’ and that killed four em-
ployees. The victims were Matthew Moony-
ham, Albert Warren, William H. Struce, and a
young Mr. Riggs or Riggsbee’’, Mrs. Murray
recorded.

If the incident which Charlie Edwards
observed took place in June 1862, he would
have been a mere lad not quite seven years old.
Certainly, an explosion of this type, which
killed several people, remained in his mind for
a lifetime.

Lassie, you know,” said Pilar
Wayne Upchurch, recalling an
all-night poker game that
included Wayne and the han-
dler of the famous collie. “The
Duke won all the Lassies. The
next day the man was devastat-
ed; that was his livelihood.”

Wayne gave the dogs back
after a good laugh, she said.

Upchurch, a native of Peru
but a longtime Californian,
moved to Fort Worth after mar-
rying local businessman and
philanthropist Jesse Upchurch
in 1998. She is a lifelong artist,
who produces paintings of
Wayne and his Hollywood
cronies, along with landscapes
and animals.

Texana Grill, a new restau-
rant on Interstate 20 near
Cooper Street, created a rustic
John Wayne Room, furnished
with cypress tables, hickory
chairs and a wall covered with
Wayne photos. The owners
purchased an Upchurch print
for the room and invited her to
the commemoration.

“Even though he's not from
Texas, he’s a legend here,”
restaurant owner Gilbert Cuel-
lar said of Wayne.

“They love John Wayne, and
they want to be playing cards with
him or drinking with him,” she
said.

Pilar Palette was 18 and acting
in a movie being shot on location
on the Amazon River when she
met Wayne, who was traveling in
the area. The director arranged a
dinner party in the actor’s honor,
and he was seated beside a ner-
vous Palette. She was unfamiliar
with his work but thought he was
“incredibly handsome.”

Wanting to impress him, she
complimented his work in For
Whorn the Bell Tolls.

“I think you've got me mixed

Wayne drawled. :

Later, she flew from Peru to a
Los Angeles studio to dub the
movie.

“I was walking out a door and
he was walking in,” she said.
