Apex soldiers featured in

CHS history class project

On Aug. 2, 1996, an intemational
crisis erupted when Iraq invaded
Kuwait. Five months and 15 days
later, the United Statiaslilecllggeld
war on . By Aprl 11, A
Americankg?ld Coalition forces had.
wiped out the opposition, suffering
only 270 dead and 407 wounded.

For a nation whose short histo:
has been bloodied with hig
casualty counts in conflicts such as
Vietnam, the revolution and the
civil war, the Persian Gulf crisis
didn’t even seem to be a war at all.
Because of perfect planning, supe-
ior firepower and size, the United
States basically just walked in,
walked all over Iraqi troops and
walked out again.

Or that’s how it seemed. Few

people realized though, how much
_effort and support was required to-
pull it off. That’s why Advanced
American History students in Linda
Gunter’s classes at Cary High
School produced a limited edition
book called "Patriots At Home and
Abroad."

The book relates the story of the
efforts led on the home front b

Cary students and citizens through-
the Adopt-A-GI program which

was founded by Gunter d}u’ing the
Persian Gulf War. Its major focus

is in the 47 stories of servicemen_

and women from the Cary/Apex

-area who were adopted by the pro-

gram. Based on personal il}ter-
views, tapes, letters and written

responses, each soldier’s story is.

told of what they did while serving
as part of the U.S. forces during
Desert Shield and Desert Storm.

Two soldiers featured are from
Apex. One is Maj. Gary Wilder
who lives on Twin Creek Road in
Apex. The other is Sgt. Gina Wil-
son, a 1981 Apex High graduate
who lives in Zebulon.

Both Wilder and Wilson served
as support personnel, and were two
of thousands necessary needed to
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Gary Wilder joined the Army in

October of 1969, After completing '

his active duty and college educa-
tion, Wilder joined the Army
Reserves in 1973, Three years later
he transferred to the 130th Finance
Company of the North Carolina

National Guard.

The Finance Company is
responsible for reviewing the
records for each soldier to make
sure they get paid.

During the Gulf War, Wilder
said, his company was deployed to
Fort Bragg to assist in coordinating
the effort there. In his six months
there, "we processed 10,000
records in each direction,” Wilder
said in a telephone interview.

Basically, the records for each
soldier either leaving or coming
into the base had to be processed.
This was an addition to the regular
processing of the 13,000 to 14,000
transactions performed on a month-
ly basis at Bragg.

"The finance offices were already
thousands of documents behind
when we arrived. We had six dif-
ferent teams working different
schedules two shifts a day, six days
a week," Wilder said. -

Because of their excellent per-
formance, Wilder received the

Meritorious Service Medal. His .
* unit members were also awarded

medals.

Wilder was pleased with the book
honoring Persian Gulf soldiers.

"I think [the students] did a good
job. They put a lot of work and ef-
fort into it, he said.

Wilder currently works for the
Environmental Protection Agency.

Four years after Gina Wilson
graduated from Apex High School,
she joined the Air Force. After
basic training, Wilson bumped
around with assignments in Wyo-
ming, Germany and South Dakota.

On Dec. 16, 1990, Wilson left for
Saudi Arabia. She didn’t return
home until May 1991.

During the Gulf War, Wilson
lived in a collection of dormitory-
style buildings called Eskan Village
in Riyadh.

She worked 12 to 16 hours a
night in the main post office in
Riyadh, assisting with the process-
ing of more than 150,000 pounds of
incoming mail monthly. This in-

cluded mail to more than 25 units
and 150 subordinate units. Wilson
oversaw the processing of about
10,000 pieces of outgoing mail dai-
ly while supervising the dispatch
section. .

Wilson also said that she had
many interesting experiences with
the local people in Riyadh.

"The Arabian men were fas-
cinated by American women, espe-
cially the variety of hair colors,”
she said.

Wilson described one situation
when she was downtown with
several male and female friends
when some Arabian men ap-
proached the men she was with and
attempted to purchase Wilson and
her friends to have them for their
wives. "That was the last time I
went downtown," she said.

Though Wilson was not a part of
an assault group, she remembers
vividly the first SCUD attack. Post
office workers could hear airplanes
taking off every one to two minutes
and when the bombs began to ex-
plode in midair, her building shook
80 hard the ceiling lights flickered
and fell,

By the time she left the military,
Wilson was a sergeant and she had
five more ribbons than her com-
manding officer. Wilson did not re-

-enlist so she could take care of her
family. She now works for Parrish
Realty in Zebulon.

Wilder and Wilson’s stories, in
conjunction with the 45 other area
servicemen’s tales, help the reader
to get a better feeling for how much
effort goes into fighting a war.

The stories are factual and con-
cise. The background is as well.
The book is an honest look at what
went into and came out of the
trying time for the lives of ser-
vicemen, women and their families
and friends that was the Persian
Gulf War,

Much of the information included
in_this article came from excerpis
of the book and from Linda Gunter.
